* Assembly Bill 720

* Amends Penal Code Section 4011.11 and Welfare and Institutions
Code 14011.10 regarding inmate health care enrollment and
suspension of Medi-Cal benefits while incarcerated.

* California Welfare and Institution Code 14053.7:

* Provides process for Medi-Cal eligibility and reimbursement for
the inpatient hospital services provided to an inmate.

* Senate Bill 82

* Provides Grant Funding to Counties for Discharge Planning,
Benefit Enrollment, Mobile Mental Health Crisis Response and
Residential Mental Health Beds




Steps To Developing Concept

Initial three months of

program

* Approximately 2800 prescreening and
applications completed

* Approximately 1200 (43%) prescreening
approved and applications submitted into
YBN (system)

* Approximately 370 have been approved
with a number of applications still pending
